Beginning on
February 1%, they may also be make by telephone using a MasterCard or Visa.

Reservations are not final until the fee is received and confirmation sent by the Park Office.

Three shelters are available for reservation: Small Riverside Shelter (accommodates approx. 36 people), Large Riverside Shelter
(approx. 125 people), and Campground Shelter (approx. 75 people). All shelters have lights and electrical outlets, with water hydrants
and outdoor restrooms nearby. The Campground Shelter has a playground nearby.

If alcoholic beverages are sold, an additional permit and DRAM SHOP insurance in the amount of $50,000 per person per occurrence is
required.

Shelter reservations are subject to all statutes and administrative rules governing the park, which are posted at the site. Additional site-
specific rules will be sent with your confirmation notice. Any violations will result in revocation of this permit and denial of future
requests.
