WEEKLY ACTIVITY REPORT

July 9, 2008
Due to the flood situation with staff being busy with other priorities, this report will cover the last few weeks including the 4th of July.

REGION I

While patrolling Lowden Miller State Park on 7/4/08 a CPO observed a vehicle make a wide turn and drive erratically.  A stop of the vehicle revealed the driver to be suspended, have no insurance, open alcohol in the vehicle, in possession of 3.4 grams of cannabis and DUI.  Both the driver and passenger were jailed due to the passenger also being in possession of cannabis.
While patrolling the Mississippi River on 7/4/08 a CPO observed a boat with a violation and performed a stop on the boat.  The operator was found to be under the influence of alcohol and blew a .187 on the RBT V.

While patrolling White Pines State Park on 7/5/08 a CPO observed a campsite violating the quiet hours.  Upon speaking with the occupants of the site, the odor of cannabis was very strong.  A compliance search was conducted and revealed several grams of cannabis and a consent search of the vehicle of the violator revealed several drug paraphernalia items and more cannabis.  The subject was jailed along with two other campers who were in possession of drug and drug paraphernalia.

A CPO responded to a personal injury boat accident in East Dubuque on 7/4/08.  Investigation revealed that a 14 year old was operating a wave runner, trying to splash a boat operator with his wake when he lost control of the wave runner and ran over two juveniles on a tube being pulled by the boat he tried to splash.  The two juveniles were luck and only received minor lacerations, a broken arm and a broken thumb.  The operator was cited for no safety certificate and careless operation.

A CPO observed a boat with a violation on the Mississippi River and upon checking found all the occupants to be under the age of 21 and consuming alcohol.  All subjects were cited appropriately.

A CPO received a TIPS complaint of a subject keeping a whitetail fawn that was found along a roadside, upon checking the residence he discovered the fawn deceased in a machine shed.  The subject was cited properly for his actions.

A CPO observed a subject hitting golf balls into the Rock River.  After confronting the subject, the subject stated he does this every year on the 4th of July and didn’t see what the big deal was.  The subject was cited for pollution.

On 7/7/08, at approximately 6:45 p.m., two individuals capsized their 15 ft catamaran style boat while turning.  The accident occurred approximately 100 ft south of the Pekin (Route 9) bridge.  They indicated that the watercraft slowly rolled over from the port to starboard side and sank stern first into the Illinois River.  The individuals both had life jackets on and no injuries were reported.  ESDA was activated but were unable to locate the watercraft.  The search was terminated at approximately 12:30 a.m.  Search for the watercraft will continue using sonar on 7/8/08.

Three young men were arrested on the Illinois River at the LaSalle County/Bureau County line on Sunday, July 6th, on a failure to appear warrants for illegal consumption of alcohol by a minor.

A young man from Grand Ridge was cited for illegal transportation of alcohol on 7/4/08.
A man from Morris was arrested for Driving Under the Influence of alcohol at the Vermilion River and Leonore blacktop.  He was issued a warning for failing to register his canoe.  He was advised not to operate his vehicle in his intoxicated condition.  He failed to listen to the officer and drove away shortly after.  He was stopped for a defective windshield and speeding.  He then failed field sobriety tests and his vehicle, along with the canoe, were towed from the scene.  He had a B.A.C. of .160 and was lodged in the LaSalle County Jail.  An ice cold beer was found under the passenger seat during the inventory of the vehicle.

REGION II
A CPO located a stolen boat during a routine registration inspection.  Apparently the boat was reported stolen in 1994 in order to keep it out of someone’s estate settlement.  Red Flags were raised when the the boat came back registered to State Farm Insurance.  State Farm was contacted and is in the process of reclaiming the boat.

 

CPOs cited a fisherman on a Lake County Forest Preserve lake in possession of a 14 inch Largemouth Bass where a 15 inch minimum length applies.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman on the Fox River for failure to immediately release a 9 inch Largemouth Bass where a minimum 14 inch length applies.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman on Lake Catherine for failure to release a 9 inch Largemouth Bass (14 inch minimum), a 10 inch Walleye, and an 11 inch Walleye where a 14 inch minimum length applies.

 

A CPO initiated a traffic stop on a vehicle in Illinois Beach State Park for speeding 42 mph in a 20 mph zone.  The driver provided a false date of birth, later explaining he did not want the CPO to know about his gang affiliation.  The subject was placed under arrest and searched.  The CPO seized cannabis from the individual and the vehicle.  The individual was arrested for possession of cannabis over 2.5, attempting to obstruct a peace officer, speeding, and no insurance.

 

CPOs stopped a subject for operating a golf cart on the roadway in Antioch.  The driver was subsequently arrested for DUI.  His driver's license was revoked from a previous DUI.  The PBT showed a BAC of .276% and after submitting a breath sample in the RBT4 the subject had a .256 BAC.  The driver stated he started drinking gin and tonics at 8 a.m. for breakfast.  He was taken to the Lake County Jail where he defecated and urinated in his pants while being processed.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman at a Lake County Forest Preserve lake for failure to immediately release a 10 1/2 inch Largemouth Bass where a minimum 15 inch length limit applies.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman on the Fox River for failure to immediately release a 10 inch Largemouth Bass where a minimum 14 inch length limit applies.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman at a Lake County Forest Preserve lake for failure to immediately release a 14 inch Largemouth Bass where a minimum 15 inch length limit applies and for possessing an over limit of Largemouth Bass.
A CPO investigated 3 boat accidents this past week. Two were property damage accidents only at North Point Marina, mainly because of the wind. The third accident took place July 3rd during the Chicago Fireworks show in Monroe Harbor. One of the Chicago dinner ships, measuring 190 feet in length, was traveling through the anchored crowd of boats watching the show when the Captain discovered he might be a little to close. He stopped the ship between an anchored sail boat and a 52 foot anchored pleasure craft trying to decide what to do when the wind pushed his ship into the anchored 52 foot yacht. Two passengers on the pleasure craft were slightly injured trying to fend off the 190 foot ship. 

 

A CPO is conducting a boat accident investigation involving two sail boats that ran into each other while sailing about two miles off Chicago. There were no injuries and the investigation is continuing.

 

CPOs are investigating a boat accident that happened in the Cal Sag River where a pleasure boat exploded right after refueling.  A passenger was injured, taken to the hospital, treated and released. The investigation is continuing.

 

A CPO arrested a person in William Powers State Park on 7/4/08 for DUI. When he ran the man through State Police Dispatch, the officer found he was wanted for failing to appear on Domestic Battery Charge out of Chicago. The subject was transported to Chicago's 4th District where it was discovered he was also wanted on an outstanding warrant for failure to appear on another DUI on one of his alias names. Needless to say, after we finished issuing him his citations, Chicago took him into custody. The subject blew a .106.

 

A CPO arrested a subject for DUI on his way home from work one night about one mile from his home.  The subject blew a .201 . 

 

District 4 CPOs continue to work the Lake Michigan shore line for illegal perch and bass fisherman and the Cook County Forest Preserve lakes for undersize fish.  Numerous arrests were made.

CPOs and a District Sergeant responded to a fatal boat accident on Wonder Lake.  The CPO arrested the operator of the impacting vessel for Felony OUI.  He submitted to a breathalyzer test revealing a .179% BAC.  A 22 year old female in the impacted vessel was killed as a result of the accident.  The investigation is still ongoing.

 

CPOs arrested the operator of a watercraft on Grass Lake for OUI.  The subject submitted to a breathalyzer test revealing a .123% BAC.

 

A CPO arrested an individual at the Chain O' Lakes State Park Boat Ramp for DUI.  The subject submitted to a breathalyzer test revealing a .117% BAC.

 

A CPO arrested the operator of a watercraft for OUI at the Chain O' Lakes State Park Boat Ramp.  The subject submitted to a breathalyzer test revealing a .121% BAC.

 

A CPO arrested the operator of a watercraft at the Chain O' Lakes State Park Boat Ramp for OUI.  The subject submitted to a breathalyzer test revealing a .120% BAC.  The individual was also wanted on a DeKalb County warrant for FTA (Bond $3,000.00 / 10%).  He was transported to the Lake County Jail.

 

CPOs investigated a boat accident involving a sail boat and a moored pontoon boat on Diamond Lake.  The pontoon boat was damaged, but there were no personal injuries.

 

A CPO investigated a personal injury boat accident on Diamond Lake where a 14 year old boy without a watercraft safety certificate lost control of a PWC, struck a dock, went airborne, and then struck a boat.  The boy was transported to the hospital for his injuries and suffered a broken nose.  The owner of the PWC was cited for allowing the boy to operate the watercraft.

 

CPOs initiated a traffic stop on a vehicle in Illinois Beach State Park.  The driver was cited for illegal transportation of alcohol, no seat belt, and no valid driver’s license.  The passenger was arrested and transported to the Lake County Jail for possession of a controlled substance (cocaine).  He was also wanted on a DOC warrant for a parole violation on a larceny charge (no bond), and a Lake County warrant for FTA on a driving while revoked charge (bond $20,000.00 / 10%.  The passenger was also cited for illegal transportation of alcohol.  The vehicle was towed from the scene.

 

A CPO cited a fisherman on the Fox River for failure to immediately release a 10 inch Largemouth Bass where a minimum 14 inch length applies.
REGION III

CPOs responded to an apparent drowning of a swimmer in Cove 5 at Lake Shelbyville. The victim, a 32 year old Charleston man, was recovered by the Shelby County Dive Team. The Shelby County Sheriff's Dept. is investigating the death.

A CPO assisted the Coles County Sheriff's Dept. at the scene of a rollover, personal injury traffic crash.

A CPO assisted Westfield PD with a warrant arrest.

A CPO met with a TSA agent at Bloomington's regional airport regarding a portion of an animal leg found in a passenger's luggage. The item is believed to be part of a moose leg that the passenger found while on a fishing trip in Canada. The traveler was attempting to take the smelly item to his home in Florida. It was removed and seized by TSA due to biological concerns (still contained flesh and tendons). The passenger was allowed to continue on his flight to Florida. The incident is under investigation and U.S. Fish and Wildlife will be contacted.

A CPO investigated the burglary of a Bellflower man's boat at Dawson Lake. Over $500 in fishing equipment was taken.

A CPO arrested two Atlanta, IL men for possession of cannabis while fishing in Clinton Lake at Mascoutin campground.

A CPO cited a Bloomington skier on Clinton Lake for allowing his minor son to tow him behind a personal watercraft without an observer (parental responsibility). The man had also been cited earlier in the day for speeding in Mascoutin SRA.

While working an IDOT grant detail near Lake Vermilion, the Region Captain cited a Danville woman for driving while license is suspended. To avoid towing expenses, a licensed driver was summoned to the scene to remove the vehicle. Verification of his driver's license revealed that he was wanted on an active warrant. He was taken into custody.

While working an IDOT grant detail in Kickapoo State Park, the Region Captain arrested an Oakwood man for DUI. An Intoxilyzer test revealed a .21% BAC.
A CPO recovered a stolen canoe in Fairmount.  It was taken the previous weekend from the Middle Fork River in Kickapoo State Park. The HIN had been filled with putty and the entire canoe re-painted. A suspect has been identified.

 

A CPO arrested an Athens man in the Kickapoo State Park campground for possession of cannabis. He was also charged with underage possession of alcohol. Citations were also issued for possession of alcohol in a prohibited area. One of the fellow campers was wanted on a Texas warrant, out of geographic limits. Another was on parole for a drug offense. 

 

A CPO, while patrolling the Kickapoo State Park campground, observed a Danville youth in a tent rolling a "blunt." A search incident to arrest revealed more cannabis and loaded handguns under each of two pillows in the tent. Another Danville youth at the campsite was also arrested. Both were charged with aggravated unlawful use of a weapon, no FOID, possession of cannabis, and possession of a firearm in a state park. $1500 in cash was also seized.

 

A CPO arrested two Neoga men for possession of cannabis and drug paraphernalia at the Lake Mattoon spillway.

 

A CPO arrested two Decatur men camping at Wolf Creek State Park. One of the men was charged with possession of cannabis and drug paraphernalia and the other 
man, who was extremely intoxicated, was charged with consumption of alcohol by a minor.

 

CPOs arrested a Shorewood man on Lake Shelbyville for operation of watercraft under the influence of alcohol. The man was observed violating the posted no wake zone at Findlay Marina in a rental pontoon boat. The man recorded a BAC of .118%.

 

A CPO investigated a coyote hunting accident in McLean County. A McLean man sustained a self-inflicted .22 graze wound to his head. 
A CPO arrested two Decatur men at Lake Shelbyville for possession of cannabis.

 

A CPO investigated an incident in Wolf Creek State Park where a Texas man drove his vehicle across a campsite in the park and nearly hit a child on a bicycle. The man was cited for driving off the roadway in a state park.

 

CPOs investigated a boat accident on Lake Shelbyville where two PWC's collided. Minor damage occurred. The operators, from Paxton & Burbank, were not injured. Through the investigation it was learned that one of the PWC operators was 17 years old and operating the PWC by himself and had not completed a Boating Safety Education Course. The father of the operator was cited for allowing a youthful operator to operate a motorboat alone without the required safety course.

 

CPOs arrested a Charleston man on Lake Shelbyville for OUI. The man recorded a BAC of .094%. Additionally, two passengers on the boat were also charged for possession of cannabis and drug paraphernalia. 

 

CPOs while working a boat patrol in the Kaskaskia River south of Lake Shelbyville encountered a group of tubers floating downstream. The young looking tubers were consuming beer as they floated down the river. An inspection of their questionable age revealed that two were under age 21. Additionally, one person repeatedly provided a false date of birth to the officers which resulted in his arrest and incarceration for obstructing justice along with gift of liquor to minors.

 

A CPO inspected a group of Kaskaskia River tubers south of Shelbyville. He found a Shelbyville man in possession of cannabis and paraphernalia and another person from Taylorville was wanted on a warrant for burglary out of Christian County. 

 

CPOs responded to a domestic disturbance in Wolf Creek State Park. The female victim had been battered during the incident. Upon the officer’s arrival, the male half of the domestic fled into the woods. After cell phone calls to the man were made by a CPO he came out of the woods and was arrested for domestic battery and transported to the Shelby County Jail.      

Two OUI details were conducted over the course of the weekend at Clinton Lake.  These details were held on Friday night and Saturday night.  These details were 4 hours in length each day.  

While working an OUI detail at Clinton Lake a CPO arrested a Champaign County subject for OUI.  CPOs discovered the intoxicated operator during a safety inspection while working out of the patrol boat on Clinton Lake.

A CPO arrested a Champaign County subject for unlawful possession of cannabis during an OUI detail at Clinton Lake.  The drugs were found while conducting a safety inspection on the boat.

While working an OUI detail at Clinton Lake a CPO arrested a McLean County subject for possession of drug paraphernalia.  The illegal pipe was found during a safety inspection of a boat.  

A CPO arrested a Macon County subject for OUI at Lake Decatur.  

A CPO arrested a Macon County subject for unlawful possession of cannabis (2.5-10 grams) during an OUI detail at Clinton Lake.  The subject attempted to get rid of the cannabis by throwing it into the lake.  The CPO was able to retrieve the cannabis by using the subjects fishing pole to bring the cannabis back in.  

While on foot patrol CPOs arrested a subject for possession of cannabis in the Mascoutin State Recreation area campground.  

A CPO handled a personal injury boat accident that involved a 52 year old woman from McLean County.  The victim was skiing when she fractured her femur as she tried entering the wake.  District 19 officers assisted EMS personnel removing the injured woman from the boat to the ambulance.  

Over the course of the weekend CPOs also issued numerous boating, fishing and vehicle code violations.

While working on foot patrol in Mascoutin State Recreation Area CPOs arrested a group of underage drinkers in the campground.  Five of the subjects were given notice to appears for underage consumption of alcohol and two of the subjects were arrested for obstruction of justice for lying about their age/identity.

While working an OUI detail at Clinton Lake a CPO arrested a McLean County subject for possession of drug paraphernalia.  The illegal pipe was found during a safety inspection of a boat.  
REGION IV

District 13 Officers worked Flood Details- checking levees in Madison, Monroe, and Randolph Counties.
 

A CPO attended a Trapper Safety Class in Carlyle.

 

A CPO attended a Boat Safety Class in New Athens.

 

CPOs issued 8 citations to individuals fishing without a license.  They also investigated a theft- vehicle accident in Frank Holten State Park.  Two individuals in Frank Holten had their purses and cell phones stolen.  The victims chased the individuals in their car ramming the suspect vehicle multiple times.  Both vehicles were located at a local fast food establishment.  At this time the end result of this is one individual charged with theft and the driver of the victim's car arrested for DUI.

 

A CPO arrested one individual on the Kaskaskia River for OUI.  The individual blew a .09.  It seems this individual was taking people from the bank at New Athens to the local tavern by jon boat since the River was high and it could not be accessed any other way.

REGION V

CPOs assisted Region IV in the flooding effort in Quincy. 

 

A CPO patrolled Crab Orchard Lake with the refuge officers and issued 10 citations for various boating violations. No accidents were reported on that body of water. 

 

CPOs patrolled Lake of Egypt and provided security for the fireworks display. Approximately 12 boating citations were issued for various violations. No accidents were reported for that body of water. 

 

CPOs patrolled Kinkaid Lake approximately 10 citations were issued for various boating violations. No accidents were reported for that body of water. 

 

CPOs and a District Sergeant patrolled the July 4th celebration party at Kinkaid Lake Marina in conjunction with the Jackson Co Sheriffs Department. Over 500 people attended the event. No major arrest or incidents occurred during the event. 
District #14 officers worked boat patrols on Rend Lake and the Ohio River; concentrating on the fireworks night on Rend Lake.
A CPO arrested a male subject on Rend Lake for OUI. The subject was uncooperative and refused the breath test.
A CPO investigated a boat accident involving two jet skis on Rend Lake. All three subjects involved refused medical attention; property damage only.
A CPO investigated a boat accident involving a jon boat with three occupants that swamped on Rend Lake. All three occupants were recovered.
District #14 officers responded to several boat assistance requests during the past week on District #14 waters.
A CPO finished up flood duty in Calhoun County.

CPOs all responded to flood duty assignments.
A CPO made several arrests for "snagging" near the Rend Lake Spillway.
